What are Scrip cards?

Scrip gift cards are sold through the St. Mary of the Assumption Parish/School.  This program allows a non-profit organization to purchase gift cards for everyday expenses like food, clothing, and entertainment; individuals in turn purchase these gift cards from the parish/school.  Use of Scrip cards benefits both the parish/school and individual families.  A percentage of the card’s value is returned to the parish/school and a percentage can be credited toward a student’s school tuition.
